(d/b/a Xtreme All-Stars), and its agents, officers, directors, shareholders, employees, operators, and counsel and their respective affiliates, successors and assigns and each of them (collectively, the *released parties*), from all liability, damages, claims and demands thereto arising from (a) any injury or death to the athlete or any other releasing party and (b) all other damages whatsoever to one or more of the releasing parties (collectively, the *damages*), in each case, arising from competing, practicing, officiating, or observing (as the case may be) at any cheerleading, gymnastics or similar event (whether such event is a formal or informal competition or practice) or the provision of services to one or more of the released parties (each, a *released event* and collectively, the *released events*).

THE UNDERSIGNED hereby acknowledges and agrees that the athlete maintains his or her own medical insurance (is covered by a policy of health insurance) policies, or such policies are maintained for the benefit of the athlete, as the case may be.  

THE UNDERSIGNED (as the parent(s)/guardian(s) of the athlete) AND THE ATHLETE (as the case may be) AND THEIR AFFILIATES, SUCCESSORS AND ASSIGNS HEREBY AGREES TO INDEMNIFY AND HOLD THE RELEASED PARTIES AND EACH OF THEM HARMLESS from any and all losses, liabilities, damages, and cost arising the released events (whether such loss, liabilities, damages or cost are caused by the negligence of from one or more of the released parties or otherwise). THE UNDERSIGNED has read, understood and voluntarily signed this Agreement and further confirms that no oral representations, statements or inducements apart from this Agreement have been made by any released party.

The invalidity, illegality, or unenforceability of any provision of this Agreement shall not impact the validity, legality, or enforceability of any of the other provisions of this Agreement, all of which shall remain effective in accordance with their terms.

XTREME Athletics LLC/d.b.a. XTREME All-stars, strives to help each team member reach or exceed their potential as a competitive cheerleader and as a person.  Our program is intended to teach teamwork, goal setting, personal commitment and leadership qualities that will last a lifetime. 

Xtreme All-Star’s staff is highly trained, motivated and committed to the success of your athlete. Any coach will be happy to communicate with you and your student. You can expect the coaching staff to: 

• Continue Education and Certification

• Be positive and attentive at practice 

• Be approachable and friendly 

• Remain safe and realistic with athlete progression 

• Show alertness and enthusiasm at all times 

• Be dressed in Xtreme or athletic attire 

• Be at the gym 15 minutes before scheduled practice/class time 

• Maintain open and professional relationship with each athlete and parent/guardian 
Methods of Safety Measure 
Athlete health and safety is of utmost concern within the XTREME program. Our program is committed to keeping a safe environment at all times. Hydration and nutrition are and will continue to be encouraged at XTREME for optimal performance and injury prevention. In case of emergency, the XTREME Staff is properly prepared to handle the situation with an emergency plan that has been put in place. You can rest assured that your child is in safe and prepared hands. 

To ensure a safe environment we: 
• Certify all Coaches in First Aid and CPR 

• Credential Coaches  

• Train Coaching Staff in Effective Spotting 

• Record and Evaluate Skills in Proper Progression 

• Have an Emergency Plan in Place 

• Have First Aid Kits and Emergency Numbers Available 

• Require Continued Education for Staff 
Attendance 
All Star attendance at practice is strictly enforced throughout the year. For the summer season, athletes are expected to be at practice unless noted on the vacation/planned calendar. As for the fall and spring season, athletes are expected to be at every practice. The only excused absence is a school function that results in a grade; school cheerleading does come first (for fall season only). All other absences are unexcused and only 2 are allowed throughout the year. An athlete may get the Gym Director/Owner (not coach or team moms) to excuse them from an event. Part-time jobs, dances, concerts, banquets, long distance driving, family reunions, weddings, recitals, school/church socials, and any other non-related school activities are unexcused. If an emergency or special occasion occurs, please contact your head coach and team mom as soon as possible to inform them of your situation. Absences are NOT allowed the weekend and week prior to a performance or competition. An unexcused absence may result in the athlete being moved to an alternate position or pulled from an upcoming performance at the discretion of the coach. It is the responsibility of the athlete to learn any routine changes prior to the upcoming practice. Alternates must follow all requirements and guidelines. As for competitions, attendance will be taken at the beginning, during and end of each competition day. All athletes will be given a time and place to meet for check-in, warm-ups and dismissal; these meetings are required for all athletes and are set by the team coach and/or gym director. Athletes may not leave the competition without prior gym director and coach approval. Leaving early without permission will result in dismissal from the team. 

Policies and Procedures: 
· Illness: You must attend practice when you are sick. Students are often removed from our program for failing to follow this rule and we will not make exceptions. You will not be required to participate; however, you must be present. An athlete will jeopardize their position if this rule is not followed. In addition, you must provide a doctors note with detailed information regarding the illness, treatment and length of recovery. This includes dental, medical and any other health related issue that would prohibit a student from participating. 
· Injury: In the event that a student is injured at home or during other extra curricular activities, we ask that you please notify your coach as soon as possible. We will make changes with choreography prior to practicing. We will re-choreograph routines based on the athlete’s injury and length of recovery. Once the individual has fully recovered, he or she may or may NOT be choreographed back into the routine. The coaches have complete discretion in replacing such individuals for the rest of the season. All injured athletes must continue to pay their monthly tuition. 
·  Family Emergency: Please do not use this term lightly; however, please feel free to call your coach in any case of emergency. 

· School Work: School is of high priority and XTREME stresses the importance of education, however; schoolwork cannot be used as a reason to miss practice. Athletes are expected to maintain proper time management. 

· Extra Curricular and Jobs : By signing the contract, the athlete and parents are aware of the team practice and competition schedule. Extra curricular activities and jobs need to be scheduled around the commitment to XTREME (the only excused absence is for school cheerleading and/or a school activity in which a grade is assigned.) 

Financial Policies and Procedures 
All expenses will be spread over a period of time. During registration week, you will be required to authorize monthly draft using your debit or credit card. There is also the option to pay in full for the whole year with a 10% discount, monthly or semi monthly.  The below fees are only an estimate, whereas any additional Xtreme t-shirts, hotels and transportation costs are not included! Commitment is for a full 12 months. If you commit to becoming a member of a team you are responsible for all cost and fees associated with having a spot on a team list for the entire 12 months. If you quit or are released from the team list you are still financially responsible. 

Tuition payments are due on the first of each month.  If you have not paid by the 10th of the month a $25.00 late fee will be billed to your account and your child will sit out of practice and competitions until tuition is paid.  Tuition s due on the 1st of every month. If you are delinquent and have not paid your monthly tuition by the 20th of the month, your credit card/debit card will be automatically drafted.  We accept Master Card and Visa via Pay Pal, on our website at www.xtreme-athletics.com
Anyone signing up after June will be required to pay the back tuition.  Fundraising opportunities will be provided throughout the year. 20% of the profit from each fundraiser will be kept to be used for coaches/party fee’s.  80% of the profit will be put into your child’s account.  If you choose not to participate in fundraisers, a set coaches/party fee will be applied to your account,.

Any credit incurred will NOT be refunded if you quit the gym.  Each team will hold an general fund account for additional cost such as parties. 

Travel 
The XTREME competition schedule is available for you to decide where and how is best for you and your family to get/stay there. We will provide hotel blocks for each out-of-town competition; however, you are NOT required to stay at that designated hotel. Should an athlete travel with someone other than a parent or legal guardian, a release of responsibility must be signed. In case of overnight travel where a hotel is required, all hotel charges are the responsibility of the family. This also pertains to any travel that requires a plane flight. 

Expectations/Dress Code 
Below are the expectations and dress codes that are strictly enforced by XTREME during practice, clinics, competitions, etc.! 

• If any problem ever arises, please do not hesitate to contact the gym, your coach, team mom or the owner! 

• NO GOSSIP - NO GOSSIP - NO GOSSIP PERIOD! This includes any other team (All-star or school), any other child on any team, any coaches or staff. It is much better to address a problem than to listen to idle gossip or stir it! The XTREME Family will show good sportsmanship at ALL times. 

• No profanity and/or abusive language. 

• No alcoholic beverage and/or illegal behavior. 

• During practice your opinion does not count. All team decisions are left to the discretion of the coaches. Every year we go through the addition/loss of team members. The dismissal or addition of another team member is solely at the coach and director’s discretion. 

• Practices may be changed or added at any time during the year. 

• Anyone threatening to quit or pull their child from a squad will be dismissed from the program immediately. 

• It is the parent’s responsibility to know what is going on with their child’s team. Check the web site and e-mails regularly. 

• Withholding a child from practice or competition should never be used as a form of punishment. You are not only punishing your child but every other team member and parent on that team. 

• We will do our best to work with extracurricular activities. However, if the coach of the extracurricular activity refuses to work with us you may have to make a choice. 

• The owners/directors may add subtract or change a rule at any time. 

• The viewing area is ONLY open for practice/class observation the last week of the month! Special requests may be approved by the gym director only! 

Practice Dress Code: 
• Correct Color of Practice clothes and Cheer Shoes must be worn at every practice. 

• Hair must be up at every practice (pony tail-long hair or head band-short hair.) Boy’s hair must cut out of the face and off of the neck and must be cleanly shaved. 

• Tattoos must be covered. 

• If you are a flyer you must wear bloomers under your shorts at every practice. 

• NO jewelry of any kind allowed in the gym. Neither XTREME nor XTREME employees are responsible for jewelry if it is worn into the gym, removed for practice, lost or stolen. 

Competition Dress Code: 
• Athletes are required to either be in full uniform or XTREME colored athletic attire. You may wear your warm-up or XTREME colored athletic attire at any time. All athletic wear must be pink, black, or white with either an XTREME logo or NO LOGO at all. Upon arrival to a competition, you may wear your uniform top with jacket over it and uniform skirt under pants. You may bring your skirt on a hanger or in a bag until it is time to put it on at the competition in a private area. (This DOES NOT include the XTREME room. It does include the bathroom!) 

• AT NO TIME WILL YOUR SKIRT BE WORN OVER YOUR PANTS! 

• You must wear athletic shoes at the competition at all times. (No Uggs, boot type footwear or flip flops!) 

• You are NOT allowed to wear any jewelry at any time during the competition day. 

• All HAIR and MAKE-UP must be COMPLETE before entering the competition venue. DO NOT LEAVE the hotel room without your hair competition ready. That means hair in a high ponytail, ribbon, slicked back, NO curls and NO glitter. 

• If you are not in competition status you may wear your complete uniform, warm-up XTREME colored athletic wear and tennis shoes. No Hats of any type are to be worn at competitions. 

• You and your family represent XTREME from the moment you leave for the competition until the second you are home. 

Commitment to Excellence 
As the parent/guardian and athlete, we have read and completely understand the rules, requirements and regulations outlined in the Athlete/Parent and/or Guardian Handbook. We promise to uphold and abide by the rules set forth. We also understand that XTREME will not make exceptions for us or anyone else. We realize that XTREME reserves the right to change, amend or assess the stated policies and procedures as deemed necessary on a case-by-case basis.

I have read and understand the Financial Policies and Procedures. I understand that it is my responsibility as a parent to follow through with my child’s financial obligations associated with tuition and other fees during the 2009-2010 competition season. Should I fall behind or fail to make payments I clearly recognize that my child’s involvement will be jeopardized.

Inherent Risks of Cheerleading/Dance

Cheerleading and dance are reasonably safe as long as certain guidelines are followed, but there is the inherent risk of injury as in any athletic activity.  Cheerleading and dance are anaerobic/aerobic activities which include, but not limited to, jumping, stunting, motions, and tumbling.  Xtreme All-Stars strongly recommends each student under go a physical examination by his/her physician before beginning any cheerleading activities.  Each student must inform their coach of all injuries and/or chronic conditions.

Although the probability of injury is minimized if you practice correctly, there is always the possibility of one occurring.  Injuries that can occur in cheerleading include, but are not limited to, the following:  blisters, muscle strains, ligament sprains, joint and muscle soreness, abrasions, contusions, stress fractures, broken bones, spinal cord injuries involving paralysis, and even death.  However, if you take certain precautions, the possibility of such injuries will be largely decreased.

Make sure you consistently abide by the following guidelines:

1. NEVER stunt or tumble unless a coach or coach’s designee is present.

2. Always practice in the presence of a qualified coach.

3. Always warm-up appropriately before cheering (practice and competitions)

4. Do not attempt a stunt that you do not know how to perform safely and without a coach present.

5. Always use attentive spotters when stunting.

6. Always cheer in an area free from obstruction.

7. Do not stunt on uneven ground, wet surfaces, and concrete.  Do not stunt in cold rainy weather.

8. Never talk, laugh, or mess around when performing a stunt.

9. Report all injuries to the coach as soon as they occur.

10. Follow all trainer and doctor recommendations.

11. Always wear shoes and clothing appropriate for cheerleading or dance.

12. Never wear jewelry of any kind or chew gum when cheering or dancing (practice and competitions).

13. Always have your hair pulled back from your face and shoulders.

14. Eat nutritious meals and get plenty of rest.

15. Always ask for assistance or advice at any time.

TRIANGLE AGREEMENT 
One of our Team initiatives is to provide a POSITIVE team experience for all members involved, including athletes, coaches and owners, as well as all parents. Therefore, we must stress the importance that ALL members aforementioned work to ensure that personal expression of negativity remain far outside of Xtreme’s sports experiences AT ALL TIMES. 

“Drama triangle situations are power games that can be very damaging for the people involved (especially, and ultimately, the athletes) and can generate long-term resentments, bad performance, conflicts, absenteeism, etc.”

The best way to avoid being trapped in a drama triangle is by being watchful:
- Let us not start persecuting other people around us even if sometimes they really work on our nerves. 

- Do not act as a rescuer and take care of other people’s business. 

- Don’t take the role of the passive victim waiting for others to take care of your problems.

**COMMUNICATE***COMMUNICATE***COMMUNICATE***COMMUNICATE**

 If any member has a complaint about our program or methods, a coach, a parent or athlete, or Xtreme’s owners, then said member must first communicate that concern to the coach, director, or owner for consideration and resolution, where possible.

If you are ‘audience’ to someone else’s negativity, then please refer that person to the appropriate individuals, as noted above.
