· Communication Leader: Phone tree head, sends e-mail reminders, etc.

· Competition Leader: Pass out and collect paperwork, finds directions, etc.

· Game Leader: Makes game plans, leads warm-up and stretching, critiques/evaluates performances/games, etc.

· Practice Leader: Makes practice plans, leads warm-up and stretching, finds and plans new conditioning games, etc. 

· Community Relations: In charge of community service projects, reports to school and school district newspaper, i.e. promotes good PR for the cheer team.

· Spirit Leader: Team Morale, passes out inspirational quotes, good luck posters, secret pal head, etc. 

At least one head chairperson and up to three people co-leaders per position will be needed.
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
